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The Past Revisited:  The Opening of Abadia Retuerta LeDomaine,
Sardón del Duero, Valladolid, Spain

On 22nd March 2012, Abadia Retuerta LeDomaine, Sardón del Duero, Valladolid, Spain, will re-open after one of the most extensive yet sensitive restorations of an historic and listed medieval Abbey in recent years.  

With rates starting at just €290 per room per night, LeDomaine today has been reborn as a contemporary-styled, 22-room hotel, set in a beautiful enclave on the banks of the Duero River, in the midst of the award winning vines of the Abadia Retuerta vineyards.  With the original Abbey of Santa Maria de Retuerta dating back to 1146, Swiss architect, Marco Serra, has cleverly ensured continuance of use with the hotel itself housed within the former hospice of the Abbey, the gastronomic restaurant residing in what was once the refectory, the cloisters becoming the hotel’s corridors and even the restored, adjoining church again offering a meeting place, but this time, for secular events.  
A two hour drive from Madrid or just 45 minutes from Villanubla Airport, Valladolid (with direct flights with Ryanair from London Stansted), LeDomaine will be the first hotel in Spain to offer a full butler service when the doors open.  
In such a large estate, there are any number of options available for small to medium meetings at LeDomaine with a wide range of side activities that can be organised too such as wine tasting at the Abadia Retuerta winery, hot air ballooning, helicopter tours, vintage car trips, hill-side picnic parties, and so forth.  There are four meetings rooms and the former church available as follows:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Sala Consejo – is a boardroom of considerable architectural merit with a beamed ceiling and vaulted stone windows overlooking the cloister gardens.  Accommodating up to 20 people seated around a stunning central table with comfortable contemporary leather seating, this room offers the highest levels of technology.  Daily room hire is €1,000 per person for a full day or €500 for a half day.
· The Sala Reunion – abundant daylight and magnificent views over the Estate’s vineyards make this a popular choice where there is less reliance on technology.  Schoolroom style, the room can seat from 18 – 20 people, U-shaped up to 18 and for a boardroom style, up to 20 people.  The daily room hire is €500 for a full day and €300 for a half day.
· The Sala de Catas is perfect for events such as wine tastings and discussions, seating up to 24 participants.  Again, offering natural daylight, black out blinds will darken the room for presentations.  The daily room hire is €400 for a full day and €300 for a half day.
· The Sacristía or Sacristy – is situated just off the main church and is an absolutely stunning room, accommodating up to 16 people in a U-shape or between 18 – 20 people boardroom style.   The daily room hire is €500 for a full day and €300 for a half day.
· The Iglesia or Church – surely one of the most beautiful buildings of this old Abbey which has been sensitively restored and can now cater for schoolroom style events or cocktails of up to 200 guests or  up to 80 guests for a banquet .  The daily room hire is €3,000 for a full day and €1,500 for a half day.  Small weddings of up to 80 people are possible on request.

The room hire includes business centre facilities, fax service and internal audio-visual equipment on site.  Quotes can be obtained for any external equipment required.  Photocopies are charged at €0.15 per page.
